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MARKO SAARELAINEN NEW PRESIDENT OF THE FCCJ

He also serves on the boards of Honkarakenne Oyj and Finland Village K.K. He was the attaché of the
Finnish team at the Nagano Olympics in 1998 and Team Liaison Manager at the Athletics World
Championships in Tokyo in 1991.

Mr. Saarelainen succeeds Mr. Mika Makinen who served as FCCJ President for five years, from 2004 to
20009.
